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Abstract:

This presentation will explore what creativity is and how teachers can address it in
their classrooms at all levels. Carl will draw on his experience teaching a creativity
course at the Korea National University Education, where the three course
components were defining creativity, enhancing creativity in individuals (of all ages)
and incorporating creativity in the classroom. Carl will also propose seven steps of
creative thinking as a framework of exploring creativity with students.
